Now managed by The
National Trust, you can enter the house through
the same door King Charles used in 1651, see
the bed where he slept and the priest holes in
which he hid from Cromwell's soldiers.

After exploring the house you may wander
around the impressive knot garden that is based
upon a 1640 design.
