e All of the Council's roundabouts can be
sponsored for a minimum of one year up to
three years.

e At the end of the agreed sponsorship
period you will be offered the opportunity
to renew your sponsorship arrangement for
a further agreed period.

e Our contract with you will commence the
day your sponsorship signs are erected on
the roundabout

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TELL ME MORE ABOUT THE
SPONSORSHIP SIGNS

* All sponsorship signs are 600mm x 450mm.

* One sign is allowed per road junction with
the roundabout. So if a roundabout has 3
road junctions around it then the sponsor is
allowed up to 3 signs.

The top third of the sign is allocated for the
Council's logo efc. and the remaining two thirds are

for your sponsorship advert.

*  We will require a copy of your company
letterhead with the Pantone Colour
numbers to ensure that we match up your
logos etc. exactly.

*  We will cover the cost of any reasonable
repairs or replacement of signs due to
damage during the sponsorship period.
